Cladding must be fixed on batten with a minimum of 27 mm
thickness (32 mm for UK).

* A waterproof membrane satisfying the standard must be
installed (except for walls which are already watertight, solid
concrete walls).

the time present molds of surface, without compromising the
durability of wood.

e Regarding the sustainability of aspect, it is underlined that
woden species not dressed in finish will turn natural grey over
time.
